1. Texas Wesleyan University acknowledges that the institution signed and returned to the
Department the Certificate and Agreement and assures that the institution will use the
applicable amount of funds designated under the HEERF (a)(1) program to provide Emergency
Financial Aid Grants to students.

2. The total amount of funds that the institution will receive from the Department pursuant to the
institution’s Certification and Agreement for Emergency Financial Aid Grants to Students under
the HEERF (a)(1) program is $4,589,830.
