The Texas Wesleyan athletic dep artment
has been competing in intercollegiate sport s
for almost a century .  Here is a look at some
of the highlight s the Rams have enjoyed in
every sport since 1908:

Men’s Soccer: The men’s soccer team has
advanced to the postseason in five consecutive
seasons, winning their first Red River

Championship and advancing to the Region VI tournament for
the first time in 2005.
-Ram Soccer also has the third most goals
scored in one game in NAIA history, scor-
ing 23 goals in 2003 against Dallas
Christian.
Women’ s Soccer: The women’s soccer
team won its first Red River Championship
in 2005 and took the title again in 2006
and 2008.  In 2008 they advanced to the
NAIA National Tournament. 
-Jessica Carrion was named 1st-team All-
Conference in all four seasons with the
Lady Rams.  She graduated after the 2005
season with six Texas Wesleyan records
holding the single game, season, and
career records in goals and points.

Volleyball: The volleyball team advanced to the “Elite 8” of the
national tournament in 2004 and 2005.  The Lady Rams have
made eight trips to nationals and finished as high as second in
1982 and 1990.
-In 2005, the Lady Rams set school records by winning 58
consecutive games and 30 consecutive matches
Men’s Basketball: The men’s basketball team made history in
2006 by winning their first National Championship.  They also
became the lowest seed (27th) ever to win the NAIA National
Tournament when Ben Hunt hit a three with 0.2 seconds
remaining to deliver a 67-65 win over Oklahoma City.
-The Rams have produced 17 All-Americans, including the

2008-09 Texas College
Player of the Year, Chris
Berry. 
Women’ s Basketball: The
women’s basketball team
advanced to their first-ever
NAIA National Championship
in 2005.
-The Lady Rams have won
15 or more games in four of
the last five seasons.
Golf: The men’s golf team
has won a record six nation-
al titles and has finished in
the Top-3 23 times.

Women’ s Soccer
The women’s soccer team
won back-to-back Red River
Athletic Conference
Championships in 2005, 2006
and 2008 and advanced to the
NAIA National Tournament
for the first time in 2008.

Golf
The men’s golf team has
enjoyed a rich history, win-
ning a record six national
titles and finishing in the
Top-3 23 times.  The pro-
gram has produced 70 All-
America selections and
nine NAIA medalists. The
Rams have also finished in
the Top-10 of the NAIA
National Tournament 45
times.

Volleyball
The 2005 Wesleyan vol-
leyball team reached the
“Elite 8” of the NAIA
National Championship,
for the second consecu-
tive season.  The Lady
Rams went 16-0 in con-
ference play and won 58
consecutive games.

Texas Wesleyan
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-The Rams have produced 70 All-America selections and nine
individuals have won medalists honors at the NAIA National
Championship.
Baseball: The baseball team won its first Red River
Championship in 2007 and advanced to the Region VI final.
The program has amassed over 1,000 victories in its 40-year
history and has had 36 players drafted in the major leagues.
Former Ram Jeff Moronko also saw time in the majors with
the Cleveland Indians.
-The Rams’ 42 wins in 2008 and 2009 were the most since
1980.  They have won 40 or more games in three consecutive
seasons under the guidance of head coach Mike Jeffcoat, a
former major league pitcher with the Texas Rangers.
Softball: The softball team has qualified for the postseason in
each of the last seven seasons and advanced to the national
tournament in 1984.
-Lady Ram head coach Shannon Gower became the pro-
gram’s winningest coach in 2009.  That record now stands at
116.
Table Tennis: The Texas Wesleyan Table Tennis is one of the
most dominant programs in college athletics.  The Rams have
won 38 of a possible 52 national titles in the last seven years.

The Texas Wesleyan athletics program has also enjoyed
success in other sport s that are now defunct:

-The Texas Wesleyan football team won two con-
ference titles in their eight seasons in the 1930s.
-The Texas Wesleyan men and women’s tennis
teams won four conference titles in their history
and the men’s team quali-
fied for the NAIA National
Tournament four times.

Athletics History
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History
Texas Wesleyan University

was founded in 1890 by the
Methodist Episcopal Church,
South, as Polytechnic College,
and built on a forty-two acre tract
of land donated by A.S. Hall,

W.D. Hall and George Tandy.
Classes began in 1891.  A
faculty of ten taught a stu-
dent enrollment of one hun-
dred ten that first year.
In 1934, male students

were admitted and the col-
lege took the name of Texas
Wesleyan College.  This
change was, in large meas-
ure, due to the transfer of
assets from Texas Wesleyan
Academy in Austin.  This

marked a new era for the
University’s stability and future
growth.

On January 9, 1989, the
name was officially changed to
Texas Wesleyan University in
recognition of the University’s
outstanding graduate programs
in Education and Health Science.

The 1990-91 aca-
demic year marked
the celebration of a
century of service in
higher education.

On August
1, 1992, the
University acquired
the Dallas Fort Worth
School of Law, now
the Texas Wesleyan
University School of
Law.  The law school
is located in down-
town Fort Worth and

is fully accredited by the
American Bar Association.

Today, Texas Wesleyan
University offers undergraduate
and graduate studies to over
2,800 students on the historic
campus, law school downtown
Fort Worth campus, and satellite
site in Burleson.
