Academic Affairs Committee “House Rules”

Also to be noted: sometimes after proposals have been presented to Academic
Affairs, it is realized that issues need to be remanded to another committee prior
to consideration by Academic Affairs.

Catalog Course Overview:

This course will integrate a basic knowledge of military history into your education as a
historian or military officer (required pre-commissioning course for Army ROTC). Students
will understand employment of American military power as a tool for studying pivotal events
in the history of the United States and the American military profession. Students will use
critical-thinking and strategic decision-making skills as they apply to American historical
military challenges.

Syllabus Course Content:

This upper level survey course will integrate a basic knowledge of military history into your
education as a future historian or military officer. Students will understand employment of
American military history as a tool for studying pivotal events in the history of the United
States and the military profession. Further, students will understand the application of
critical-thinking and decision-making skills as they applied to military challenges. Future
historians will gain a broader view of the impact of world events and a clear understanding
of how those events unfolded. Future military officers will gain the same perspectives as
the future historians, but will also be far better prepared to apply historical lessons in the
performance of their duties as they shape history. Students will begin by acquiring a broad
understanding of the major developments in weapons technology (over the last three
millennia) and how those technology developments changed warfare and the course of
history. The course will then lead the student through the major events in United States
military history and use those events to develop and enhance their critical thinking and
analysis skills. This IS NOT a chronological event memorization course. This course will
provide the framework for possible future detailed studies of specific events, campaigns or
periods of United States military history and will greatly enhance the perspective of history
students who intend to concentrate on other specialties in historical scholarship. This
course will provide general links to the major political or social events that either directly
influenced, or were directly influenced by military history events. This course will cover
events from the French and Indian War through the Global War on Terror.
